Who are we?

What is liturgical Dance Ministry?
· Liturgical dance is dance that proclaims the word of God. It is a public expression of our relationship with our LORD and Savior Jesus Christ.  It is a form of praise and worship. It is the dance God commanded usto do? Liturgical dance brings about a change, a transformation within the body, the atmosphere, the heart.
· Dance to gospel music without knowledge of the WORD is merely dance. Just because you dance to a gospel song that you like and makes you feel good does not make it liturgical dance
· Ministry is the act of serving. We do not dance for ourselves. We dance as a form of praise and worship, celebration and spiritual warfare. We dance to serve God. We do not perform or act. We do not take bows for ourselves because we acknowledge we are dancing for God. We acknowledge it is the breath of God which allows us to move our bodies. We give total praise to Him for allowing us to serve Him in this way.

St. James Dance Ministry invites the true worshippers with a sincere and willing spirit to praise God with Excellence. We recognize that in order to do that we must train and prepare you for the journey. If your call is from God, trust that HE will equip you to answer your call. 
Pearls – “Do not give what is holy to dogs and do not throw your pearls before swine, or they will trample them under foot and turn and maul you.” Matthew 7:6
Cupbearers – “O Lord, let your ear be attentive to the prayer of your servant, and to the prayer of your servants who delight in revering your name. Give success to your servant today, and grant him mercy in the sight of this man!” At the time, I was a cupbearer to the king.” Nehemiah 1:11

God has a purpose and plan for everyone and our call is all a part of His plan for the Nations. We are called to dance. We are not all called to dance ministry.
